The Yorkshire Historic Churches Trust is pleased to announce that it is now able to offer help to churches for investigative works, subject to qualification.

Applications are invited from churches requiring financial help when they and their professional advisors consider the need to investigate the causes of maintenance and repair problems.

A maximum grant of £750 will be available for each single application and it is anticipated applications will be considered within 10 weeks from receipt.  (Note: there are no deadlines for receipt of Investigative Fund applications).

The objective is for applicants to utilise the funding for investigative works to establish more accurate costs for future specifications of work.  This process is likely to be in advance of tenders being sought and/or other Applications to the Trust for contributions towards the main project.  
All projects must be overseen by an Accredited Architect or Surveyor.
